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The Honorable Beau A. Miller is the Presiding Judge of the
190th Judicial District Court in Harris County, Texas. Prior to
his election in 2018, he  practiced law privately in commercial,
product liability, and civil rights litigation. He clerked for U.S.
District Judge Ricardo H. Hinojosa from 2001 to 2003, and
earned his J.D. from The University of Texas School of Law,
where he serves as Permanent Class President of the Class of
2001. In 2024, he completed the Senior Executives in State and
Local Government Program at Harvard’s Kennedy School of
Government.

Beau served as Drum Major for The Golden Band from
Tigerland for the 1993-1994 season and graduated from the
LSU School of Music in 1995 with a degree in Music Education.

Though his journey would lead him away from band halls to
service on the bench, the wide range of people and
experiences that he encountered as a member of Tiger Band
framed his mindset and shaped his future.

During the pandemic, Judge Miller led Harris County’s COVID-
19 jury trial information campaign, creating a website,
pamphlet, and safety video. He was the first judge in the
county to preside over both a Zoom bench trial and an in-
person jury trial.

Judge Miller was elected Administrative Judge of the Harris
County Civil Trial Division in 2022 and 2023. He chaired the
Ethics and CLE Committee (2020–2021) and co-chaired
several Houston Bar Association committees, earning the
President’s Award for his work with the LGBTQ+ Committee
(2022–2025). He received the Houston LGBT+ Political Caucus
Barnish Award in 2021, and the Victory Fund’s Annise Parker
Leadership Award in 2023.

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What inspires your support? 
I’m at a place in my life and career where I have been reflecting on the things I’ve done that have helped shaped me
to the person I’ve become. Tiger Band was a great contributor to that process—teamwork, discipline, resolve,
perseverance. I’ve started giving back to those institutions as a way to say ’thank you.’ The Four Notes Club
continues to support the band and the alumni band every year and it felt right to donate. 

Is there a moment or memory tied to Tiger Band that shaped your appreciation for what The Four Notes Club
does? 
One of my fondest memories from Tiger Band, and probably many other people, was my first home game
experience my freshman year. Coming down victory hill and seeing how many people gathered to watch us was
just breathtaking. I was in complete awe. And then to march on to the field for pregame; hearing the clap along with
the drumbeat; and when we played those four notes – the absolute deafening crowd where I couldn’t even hear
myself play. I still think about that game way back in 2005.

From your perspective, what impact does The Four Notes Club have? 
Providing scholarships and helping to organize alumni band weekend is the biggest impact. Being able to assist with
that is no small feat. This also allows us alumni to stay in touch with one another.

I would ask, “Did Tiger Band make a difference in your life and, if so, isn’t it worth giving back to them?” In a world of
higher education budget cuts, this is one way to allow us to keep the great traditions of Tiger Band alive and well.

In the fall of 1965, legendary LSU band director William F. Swor formalized the role and the title of the
Tigerettes. This group of twirlers (whose history began in 1935 with the female twirling and dance
squad organized by Castro Carazo for the then LSU Cadet Band) found a home and ultimately a place
in history with The Golden Band from Tigerland. This year, we celebrate the anniversary of the
formation of the Tigerettes.

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“It was just exciting to be a part of Tiger Band,” says Lori
Sumerford-Newsom, Tigerette. She proudly adds, “Twirlers
come from a long line of marching traditions.” On the surface,
this statement is a testament to the work ethic and pride that
she and her fellow performers share. During their time at LSU,
they dedicated themselves to upholding a standard rooted in
tradition and excellence. But to “come from a long line of
marching tradition” also means being deeply committed to the
camaraderie and fellowship that have defined the Golden
Band from Tigerland for generations.

In the years following his hire, Dr. Wickes took steps to
include the Tigerettes in Pregame, cementing their legacy as a
full performing auxiliary unit.

Speaking with Lori, one can still feel the energy of taking the
field for her first Pregame. When discussing auditions, you
could still feel the anxious excitement of competing with 50
other twirlers for one of 12 spots. Most of all, you can certainly
feel the warmth and deep appreciation that she feels
whenever her and her former teammates come together at
the annual alumni game. On the alumni game experience, Lori
recalls “It’s like I stepped back in time.” 

As with all things, time has a way of shifting perspective. To
see former Tigerettes now is a true gift – their sense of pride,
joy, and ownership in the history of LSU is a reminder of the
best that Tiger Band has to offer. Performances of Tigerettes
have also become rare, as the Tigerette unit was disbanded in
1984 in favor of a “corps style” approach to marching.

However, in their time as performing members, the Tigerettes
were an essential part of the Tiger Band experience. Former
Tigerette Lori Sumerford-Newsom described Frank Wickes’
integration of the unit as a “intricate part of Tiger Band,”
describing their drill as rigorous and demanding. 

The history of the Golden Band from Tigerland’s Tigerettes is
one that will not soon be forgotten. Thank you, Tigerettes,
for many years of upholding the proud traditions of LSU.
